Pastor’s Corner! February 3, 2019

Last week, I had outlined a number of activities/
events that will be coming up in the months of Feb-
ruary & March; next Sunday’s Pancake & Sausage
Breakfast following the 9:30 AM Sunday Mass;
David Reichert’s brief presentation on the Holy
Name Society {9:30 AM Mass 2/17/19}; Night at
the Races {Saturday 2/23/19}; Safe Haven Sunday!
{weekend of 3/2-3/19}; Ash Wednesday {3/6/19};
Confirmation! {Sunday 3/10/19}. Believe it or not
there were other events that [ wanted to promote;
and I would like to take this opportunity to appeal
to the men of the parish about an event geared for
them; namely Man Up Philly [Saturday 3/9/19]

Simply put, Man Up Philly is a one-day re-
treat/day of recollection for the men of the Archdio-
cese of Philadelphia. It is something that is geared
not just for the City guys, but for the men from the
suburbs and from rural areas such as ours. It is a
response by the laymen & clergy of the Archdio-
cese to provide spiritual direction & inspiration for
the Catholic men in our region. It is hosted by Neu-
mann University founded by the Franciscan Sisters
of Glen Riddle next to their Mother House in As-
ton, PA in Delaware County. The spiritual life of
most of Catholic men can be broken down into two
things: their personal prayer life and going to Mass
on the weekend. Both of these are good; they are
essential. Yet, I also tends to be isolated and re-
sistant to being exposed to other ways in which Our
Lord can speak to them; inspire them; strengthen
them. For most men, their spiritual life never goes
beyond that, which is a shame, because they can
and should be fed in many other ways. Even her-
mits are required by their abbot to return to their
community every once in a while, to find the Lord
among their brothers and in the communal celebra-
tion of the Eucharist.

Man Up Philly is an opportunity for the
Catholic men of our region to leave their spiritual
hermitage; come among their brothers; learn about
male spirituality; be encouraged by all those who
have the same desire and are on the same journey.
You don’t participate in Man Up Philly because
you are a spiritual failure nor because you are
stink’n saint. Like everyone else you come because,
you want to learn how to draw closer to Our Lord;
and because you can be inspired by the efforts of
your brothers in the midst of their own journey.

Man Up Philly is an all-day event. Registration
starts at 7:30 AM. The entire day is a series
of periods of prayer, coupled with
Nationally known speakers from the world
of entertainment, business & sports, which
are usually followed by break-out sessions
among the men. Among this year’s speakers
are former Eagle Ron Jaworski; Australian
entrepanuer & enthusiastic Catholic,
Matthew Kelly, Irish tenor Mark Forrest and
Deacon Harold Burke who is one of the
most sought-after Catholic speakers in the
Church today. There are plenty of
opportunities to seek out Our Lord in the
Sacrament of Reconciliation. The day
concludes with a 4 PM Mass lead by
Auxiliary Bishop of Philadelphia Timothy
C. Senior, who is also Rector of St. Charles
Seminary.

Hundreds of men each year participate in Man Up
Philly. Many come with their sons and grandsons. |
encourage you to consider taking advantage of this
day for no other reason than because you deserve it.

For those of you who do not
have access to the internet, please give me a call so
that I might be of assistance. Neumann University is
not difficult to find, but it will involve a 90-120
minute drive from Riegelsville.
